Unfortunately, Sussex members will not
have access to our Annual Badge Holders Bar. We do have a dress code
in the Richmond enclosure, we regret that anyone deemed to be dressed
inappropriately will not be admitted to the Richmond Enclosure.

Dress Code - jeans, shorts, trainers, and fancy dress are not permitted
into the Richmond enclosure.
